· Articles should not exceed 17000 characters including pictures, footnotes and bibliography. Roughly eight double spaced DIN A4 sheets 
Organization of articles
The title page should bear the title of the article written in capitals, and name, surname, and the professional setting of the author/s, followed by a summary in about ten lines and the key words both in English.

Footnotes, quotations and references
Footnotes are to be numbered consecutively, with superscript numerals placed outside the punctuation, thus:«…according to Polanyi.7». However you are required to use footnotes only when necessary indeed.
Quotations have to be inserted in the text according to the following models:

· One author: (Collins, 1992: 129-130)

· Two authors: (Scheidecker, Laporte, 1999)

· More than one author: (Usselman et al., 2005: 1-55)
